Ladies Course (Franz's)

Excavation for the Ladies' tunnel on Highway 86 is in full swing. The photo attached (credit
Rod Macleod) illustrates the excavation and blasting required for positioning this tunnel, the
structure is being assembled and will start to be moved into place next week. The work on
Vuarnet Road is close to being completed, adding the new section below the tunnel on
Lower Franz's.

Men's Course (Dave Murray)

According to Rod Macleod the go ahead to build the Men's tunnel was given

today and construction will start on Monday, August 13th. With this project the work on the
Weasel will start the following Monday. Work on Upper Dave has also commenced. The
island of trees near Roy's Turn has been removed to allow for the new course line down to
Hot Air.

Finish Area

Widening to the Finish area has been moving along well, when completed the width will be
increased to 75m. Photo attached shows increased width with new creek location. Boyd
Creek will be tuned over to its new location in the next week, allowing for the grading and
summer grooming to be completed.

Raven/Ptarmigan
There has been substantial work completed on these runs increasing the width up to 80m
with the minimum width at about 60m. See photo attached.

Timing, Snowmaking, & Safety

All the new timing wire and snowmaking pipe is being installed in the race courses. Alpina
has located all the tower locations for the new A systems,and will commence installation of
these towers in early September.
